To get points at any jackpot, there must be at least 4 contestants entered in the same event. An exception to this rule would only happen in inclement weather whereby a sanctioned roping can continue to be held with as few as 2 contestants, pending the approval of the Producer and as long as 1 contestant “traveled” to get to this roping.  Then their attained points would count in their Year End Totals.

#18 The entire body of the steer must be turned moving forward in tow before the heel loop can be thrown. Yet, if the steer stops, it must only be in tow for the heel loop to be legal. Any heel loop thrown in the switch is called a “crossfire”, and is illegal and will receive a no time.

TIE DOWN ROPING, (previously, CALF ROPING). Page 29 #11, Change to read – 

Contestants must adjust the rope and reins in a manner that will prevent the horse from dragging the calf. The contestant must receive no assistance of any kind from the outside. The Flagger will stop the run if the horse drags the calf 5 feet or more after the calf is flanked to the ground. The roper is disqualified.
